It is forbidden:

* The use of mobile phones, even in silence mode, as the light from the screens can disturb
the rest of the audience and the performers.

* The use of recording equipment of any kind.

* Smoking in the theatre, according to Law 584/75.

* Bringing glass containers, bottles and food into the theatre.
